Senadores de Estados Unidos solicitaron a Katherine Tai, Representante Comercial de los Estados
Unidos, que active un proceso de consultas contra México via T-Mec por su politica de «prohibir las

importaciones de maiz biotecnoldgico para el 2024»

A través de una carta, Joni K. Ernst y Charles E. Grassley indican que, en caso de no alcanzar un

acuerdo mediante el didlogo, se solicite el establecimiento de un panel de resolucién de disputas.

Los legisladores expresan sus “preocupaciones con la promesa del presidente Andrés Manuel Lopez

Obrador de prohibir las importaciones de maiz biotecnolégico a México para el 2024”.

De acuerdo al documento, esto contradice directamente los compromisos del gobierno

mexicano en el Acuerdo entre Estados Unidos, México y Canada (T-MEC).

Indican que cualquier interrupcion de estos envios afectara gravemente a “nuestros agricultores” y la

economia del estado de Iowa, y tendra graves consecuencias “econémicas para todo el cinturén de maiz”.



Afirman que 92 por ciento del maiz que se cultiva en los Estados Unidos es genéticamente

modificado (GM), lo que “nos permite conservar el suelo y reducir los insumos”.

Citan un estudio de “World Perspectives, Inc.” que encontr6 que durante 10 afios, la prohibicién mexicana

haria que la economia de los Estados Unidos perdiera 73.89 mil millones de ddlares en produccion

econdémica, y el Producto Interno Bruto (PIB) se contraeria en 30.55 mil millones de ddlares.

Diear Ambassador Tai:

We write to express our concerns with President Andrés Manuel Lopez Obrador's promise to ban biotech corn
imports into Mexico by 2024, This promise direcily comradicts earlier ones made by the Mexican government
to the United States contained within the U.S.-Mexico-Canada Agreement (USMCA),

lowa is the leading state for com production, growing 2.5 billion bushels per year. lowa com growers export 16
million tons, or 630 million bushels, of corn to Mexico cach year. Any interruption to these shipments will
severely affect our farmers and the state’s ¢, and have dire for the entire Com
Belt.

President Obrador’s decree is not only a non-starter for America’s farmers, but it is also impossible 10
implement. Ninety-two percent of corn grown in the United States is. genctically modified (GM). Even

assuming non-GM seeds could be obtained, growers in lowa and across the ULS. are already ordering bags of
seed for sprng 2023 planting. The seed purchased this fall wall still be in grain channels as late as 2025. Most of
that com is, and will continue to be, biotech com that empowers us to conserve the soil and reduce inputs.

A study conducted by World Perspectives, Inc. found that over a = 10-year forecast period, the Mexican ban on
GM com would cause the LS. economy 1o lose §73.89 billion in economic output, and Gross Domestic Product
(GDP) would contract by $30.55 billion.”! In the initial year of Mexico's ban, ULS. com growers and indusiry
partners would suffer $3.56 billion in losses, followed by a loss of $3.56 billion in year two. This cconomic
downturn would also lead 1o the loss of 32,000 ULS. jobs,

Mexico's actions would also negatively impact American farmers” access 1o current and future innovation,
which i d agricultural productivity and inability. Given the impact Russia's invasion of
Ukraine continues to have on global grain supplies, it is cnl o remove arbitrary barriers to seed technology

that supponts resiliency throughout the agriculiural value chain.

President Obrador’s policy is not only ill-advised substantively, it contravenes a numbser of commitmends in
USMCA, including the chapters on sanitary and ph itary (SPS) Those i include

request dispute settlement consultations under Anticle 31.4 of USMCA. If
Mexico has not confirmed that it will reverse its ban, USTR should procec
dispute scrtlement pancl.
